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Update on Stewardship campaign: there’s still time to pledge 
With the calendar now reading 2008 
your Stewardship Team would like to 
update you on the current status of 
the 2008 campaign. The raw numbers 
are as follows: 
♦ 184 “Pledging Units” have pledged 

$328,755 for 2008 (average pledge 
= $1,787). 

♦ In 2007, 201 Pledging Units pledged 
$334,754 (average = $1,665) 

♦ To date 32 Pledging Units who 
pledged in 2007 have not yet re-
sponded for 2008. Their 2007 
pledge amount totaled $46,928.

Security concerns require a new building lock-up policy 
Because of increased security concerns 
at Church and our concern for the 
safety of all, our FUMC Delmar Board 
of Trustees has adopted a new lockup 
policy, effective immediately: 
♦ Weekdays/Sundays: Unless there is 

an event during evening hours, the 
church will be secured and locked as 
of 5 p.m. or following Sunday wor-
ship and Fellowship Hour. 

♦ Saturdays: Lock-up will occur as 

soon as altar flowers and mail is de-
livered, sometime early afternoon. 

♦ At all other times, only those issued 
keys will have accessibility, which will 
be via the West Education Entrance 
(red doors) only.
