Because of increased security concerns 
at Church and our concern for the 
safety of all, our FUMC Delmar Board 
of Trustees has adopted a new lockup 
policy, effective immediately: 
♦ Weekdays/Sundays: Unless there is 

an event during evening hours, the 
church will be secured and locked as 
of 5 p.m. or following Sunday wor-
ship and Fellowship Hour. 

♦ Saturdays: Lock-up will occur as 
soon as altar flowers and mail are 
delivered in early afternoon. 

♦ At all other times, only those issued 
keys will have access, which will be 
via the West Education Entrance.
