Many hands will make light work — forget the part about “too 
many cooks in the kitchen!” We’ll be out on the lawn and have room for 
150+ helpers. Refreshments will be provided. Kids are welcome — this is 
always a great family event. 

If you can’t make the entire timeframe, you are welcome to stop by and 
pitch in for an hour or two — whatever fits into your Saturday morning 
schedule.  

On Mother’s Day, May 11, we will have an opportunity to care for chil-
dren and families throughout the world by donating money to a Church 
World Service (CWS) project known as Tools of Hope and Blankets.  

A gift of $5 can buy a blanket to provide warmth and privacy for someone 
in the wake of a natural disaster or human calamities such as war and eth-
nic violence. A $15 gift can purchase a hoe, shovel, and rake for a rural 
family in Senegal — or 150 fish hatchlings to stock a village pond in the Bo-
livian Andes to increase food production.  

A wire chicken coop and batch of chicks for enterprising women and their 
families to gain a share in the local market economy in Ghana or the Do-
minican Republic can be purchased for $75. A well can be drilled and in-
stalled to bring safe, clean water to a village in Haiti or Malawi or other 
third-world countries for $3,770.  

Blankets, garden tools, food, clean water, and basic economic security —  
things we take for granted. Our gifts can bring hope to the recipients and 
help them work toward a better life. Please be generous.

CROP WALK this Sunday 
The annual CROP WALK to help 
feed needy families is this Sunday, 
May 4. Why do we walk? Because 
poverty is one of the major roots of 
hunger. Some 1.2 billion people in 
developing countries live on an in-
come of $1 per day or less. While 
poverty has declined in some areas, 
especially East Asia, in other re-
gions, especially Africa, the number 
living in extreme poverty has in-
creased. Living at such a marginal 
level means an incredible vulnerabil-
ity to changes in climate, crop 
prices - and to health problems.
