Equipping a child for the start of school will cost an estimated $10 for
grades K -2 and $40 or more for high school. For parents who use the
Food Pantry, these expenses can devastate their already meager resources.
On the other hand, those of us who have cars and a few extra dollars can
take advantage of special sales, rebates, and "buy one get one free" offers
on school supplies. By working together, we can provide supplies for these
children for less expense.

Based on past experience, we need the following; pencils; pens - blue,
black, green, and purple ink; pocket folders - plain and 3-hole punched;
marble composition books; rulers; school scissors; glue bottles; glue sticks;
colored pencils; colored markers; Sticky notes pencil sharpeners; pencil
boxes; pencil pouches; pink erasers; highlighters; notebook paper - wide
ruled and college ruled; spiral notebooks - wide ruled and college ruled; 3-
ring binders (1" - 2"); crayons-24 count; calculators; combination locks.

As in past years our Mission Ministry is asking for donations of school sup-
plies for inner city children whose families cannot afford the cost. Please
bring donations to FUMC by Aug. 20, so that supplies can be distributed
by the AUMS and FOCUS Churches Food Pantries prior to the start of
school.
