Computers for Kids update

On Friday, Aug. 1, eight teenagers
graduated from the “Computers
for Kids” four-week intensive train-
ing program. The mission of the
program, sponsored by Albany’s

FOCUS churches, was to teach
teens the computer skills necessary
to compete in today’s job market.
They had learned to install and run
software, troubleshoot, design web-
sites, write resumes, and do re-
search.

At the end of the program, each
student took home a computer,
free of charge, donated by Dell.
The students also had learned inter-
viewing and job skills, character for-
mation, and values clarification from
presentations made by retired
teachers, employment counselors,
RPI graduate students, and commu-
nity volunteers. Our FUMC mission
team donated money to help cover
expenses incurred by the program
and FUMC volunteers prepared
lunches for three days, using funds
donated for that purpose. Our vol-
unteers also transported lunches on
those three days.
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
